
On April 5, 2005 the Senate passed the Boxer Amendment to the Foreign Affairs Authorization Act
that would overturn the Administration’s “Mexico City Policy,” which is to deny U.S. funds to
foreign NGOs that perform or promote abortion as a method of family planning. The final vote was
52-46. For your reference, the vote tally is below grouped by vote position.

Vote Summary 

To prohibit the application of certain restrictive eligibility requirements to foreign nongovernmental
organizations with respect to the provision of assistance under part I of the Foreign Assistance Act of
1961. (Stop President Bush from refusing to give funds to abortion providers)
